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Sino—Malian Relations:

60 Years of a Sincere Friendship that Perpetuates

This year 2020 marks the 60th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic
relationship between the Republic of Mali and the People's Republic of China. In
October 22, 1960, one month after the proclamation of the independence of the
Republic of Mali, President Modibo Keita and the Chinese Ambassador in the Republic

of Guinea (Conakry) signed in Bamako the documents on:
- The recognition of the one and unique China by the new Malian state;
- The recognition of the sovereignty of the Republic of Mali by China;

China thus became after the Federal Republic of Germany, the second country in
the world to recognize the independent Mali. We remember that in September 22, 1960,
Modibo Keita proclaimed the independence of the Republic of Mali after several
decades of French colonization and the breakup of the Federation of Mali which

included the Sudanese Republic and the Republic of Senegal.

When celebrating this 60th anniversary, the history of the two countries teaches us
that the great people make the great men and the great men write the glorious pages of

the history of the great people. The, Chinese and Malian patriots and visionaries (great



men) established relations between the two people that neither time nor the vicissitudes
of history could shake. In October 25, 1960, Mali and China exchanged Ambassadors.
In May 8, 1961, the first Ambassador of Mali, Konimba Pléa presented his credentials
letters to Dong Biwu, the Vice-President of China. From then, the relations between the
two countries will experience exponential development. Mali provides firm support to
China on the issue of Taiwan (an integral part of China), the unique People's Republic
of China. The heir to the Mali Empire (medieval) will remain a staunch defender of the
integration of the heir of the Middle Empire to the United Nations in 1971. Onthat
occasion Chairman Mao Zedong said: “these are our African brothers who brought us
to the United Nations”. Mali was certainly among the African brothers to whom
Chairman Mao alluded. From December 1963 to February 1964, Chinese Primer Zhou
Enlai made a memorable tour in thirteen (13) countries in Asia and Africa. He stayed
in Mali from January 16 to 21, 1964. Zhou Enlai gives a remarkable speech in
Koulikoro city (located at 60 km from Bamako) where he has been honorary citizen,
declaring that: “China is ready to help Mali to get his economic independence... ”
From September 29 to November 7, 1964, President Modibo Keita paid an official visit
in China. During this visit the two countries signed the “China-Mali Friendship Treaty”
establishing the legal framework for bilateral cooperation. The path of socialism
adopted by the independent Mali was among other factors contributing to the
rapprochement between the two countries. The Successive leaders of Mali endeavor to

maintain and strengthen the friendly relations established.

On the economic level, China greatly contributes to the formation of the industrial
fabric of Mali. China’s aid to industry, health, education and culture constitute the
foundation of Mali’s economy. The political ups and downs of 1968 in Mali and the
structural adjustment programs imposed to African countries by the West caused the
dilapidation of this industrial fabric, undermining the momentum of development
imparted by China. In 2000 Sino-Malian relations experience a real revitalization.
Thanks to China, Mali will rise to the challenge of organizing the African Nations

football Cup, planned as a real development project. China builds roads, cultural and



sport infrastructures across the country. In 2010, at the occasion of the celebration of
the fiftieth anniversary of Mali and the establishment of diplomatic relations between
the two countries, China demonstrates its friendship by granting Mali as a donation a
bridge over the Niger River, of which Bamako city was in great need. This bridge,
dubbed "Sino-Malian Friendship Bridge", symbolizes in the eyes of Malians the

excellent relations existing between China and Mali.

As part of the United Nations peacekeeping operations in Mali (MINUSMA),
China has deployed more than 400 peacekeepers who are operating in the north of the
country. The engagement of Chinese peacekeepers aroused the admiration of the
populations and the recognition of the high of Malian high authorities who awarded
honorary distinctions to the Chinese contingent in February 2020. On the occasion of
the 70th anniversary of the People's Republic of China the Chinese Ambassador in Mali,
Zhu Liying expressed his feelings in these terms: "I am pleased to note that Sino-Malian
relations benefit from the personal attention of our two Heads of State (Xi Jinping and
Ibrahim Boubacar Keita) and also the support of our two people....The talk in Beijing
(on the eve of FOCAC, 2018) between our two Presidents not only marked the
specificity of the quality of our relations, but also threw the solid and new foundations
for future development”. Mali and African countries have much to learn from China, in

particular the virtue of work, patriotism, visionary and good governance.
