ABSTRACT

Renewable energy sources development has become popular in recent times for their energy security,
employment creation and containment of greenhouse gases emissions. However, the development of
renewable energy in developing countries has remained stagnant despite plenteous renewable energy sources
due to existential barriers. Herein, using Ghana’s renewable energy policy target of 10% other renewables
besides hydroelectricity in her total energy mix by 2020 as a case analysis, this study identified and ranked
the barriers to renewable energy development. Overall, twenty-three barriers were finalised and categorised
under six broad headings, including technical, economic and financial, social, political and regulatory,
institutional, and geographical. Subsequently, the proposed Multi-Objective Optimisation based on Ratio
Analysis (MULTIMOORA) integrated with the Evaluation based on Distance from Average Solution (EDAS)
method was applied to rank barriers and sub-barriers. The political and regulatory barriers ranked highest
among the six categories, while corruption and nepotism emerged as the most critical hurdle within the
sub-barriers. The findings suggest that specific renewable energy standards, grid connection quotas and
simplification of certification procedures are required. A bottom-up approach to renewable energy policy
formulation is preferable for inclusiveness and sustainability. Moreover, the paper has developed a
framework for the assessment of how each barrier impedes renewable energy development.

ABSTRACT

A boom in renewable energy consumption as a percentage of final energy consumption (REC) has a
significant impact on cleaner production and environmental sustainability. However, studies on REC as for
an individual country-case and panel case approach for top emitters are rare. Against this backdrop, this
study investigates the long-run drivers of REC by using a time series data from 1990 to 2015. The
FMOLS-grouped results indicate that economic growth and trade openness increase REC whereas
population growth has a negative but significant impact on REC. To check for causal links, the innovating
accounting approach using variance decomposition analysis is applied. The results show that there is a
unidirectional causality running from economic growth, trade openness, and population growth to REC.
Further, the predictive accuracy of the FMOLS based econometric output and the bi-directional long
short-term memory (Bi-LSTM) is analyzed. The Bi-LSTM formulated algorithm outperformed the
econometric output. The Bi-LSTM is utilized to forecast REC to the year 2030. The output from the
BiLSTM shows that China, the US, India, the Russian Federation’s, and Japan’s REC will hit ~11.3395,
~11.1245, ~34.6969, ~2.9097, and ~7.4859, respectively. The US and Japan’s REC levels will increase while
that of China, India, and Russia Federation will decrease. As a policy implication, new policy directives for
China, India, and the Russian Federation are required to boost REC levels.

ABSTRACT

This paper investigates the nexus between carbon emissions (CO2) and economic growth in West Africa
based on the Environmen Kuznets Curve (EKC) hypothesis by utilizing spatial panel data technique to check the
possible effect of spatial dependence among countries in West Africa. Our empirical findings suggest the presence
of spatial dependence of carbon emissions distribution in West Africa. By examining the existence of EKC
embedded within the Stochastic Impacts by Regression on Population, Affluence, and Technology (STIRPAT)
approach, we conclude an inverse N-trajectory of the relationship between carbon emissions and economic
growth. Furthermore, to mitigate global carbon emissions, we utilize a recurrent neural network (RNN)
bidirectional long short-term memory (BiLSTM) algorithm devoid of exogenous variables and assumptions to
forecast carbon emissions from the year 2015 to the year 2030 based on the predictive accuracy of our formulated
algorithm. Due to the upward trends in future emission levels, we propose emissions mitigation pathways for
countries in West Africa to still hold carbon emissions-related global warming well below 1.5 and 2 °C. Such
mitigation pathways proposed could help implement strategic policies to minimize carbon emissions to a
considerable level. As a policy implication, drafting strict environmental regulations and utilizing renewable
energy technologies will help mitigate carbon emissions for all West African countries.

We re-examine the links between financial development and the real economy in Ghana given the gaps
in the literature, recent happenings in the financial sector, new dataset, and the more active interventions by
the Bank of Ghana to inform good policy decisions. By employing the Autoregressive Distributed Lag
Bounds Cointegration approach (ARDL) and the Fully Modified OLS model (FMOLS), the study
documented broad money supply, domestic credit provided by the financial sector, domestic credit to the
private sector, bank deposit to GDP, liquid liabilities to GDP, deposit money banks assets to GDP, deposit
money bank assets to deposit money bank assets and central bank assets, non-life insurance premium
volume to GDP, stock market capitalization to GDP and the number of listed companies to have a significant
negative effect on Ghana's economic growth in the long-run. The joint effect of financial development was
also found to have a significant negative effect on Ghana's economic growth from the FMOLS model. The
study recommended the imperative for policymakers to increase infrastructure investment by promoting
reforms to boost cooperation between civil societies, the public sector, and the private sector to address the
high cost of investment to improve the macroeconomic performance of the country. The study further
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recommended policymakers to support the financial sector by injecting liquidity during these distress times.

The disparities in development levels of countries in Africa necessitate correspondingly sensitive
categorization approaches because effective renewable energy-related (RER) decisions, policy-making, and
subsequent implementation hinges on workable categorization indices. However, studies on sensitive
categorization approaches for energy-environment-economy (3E) interdependencies for Africa is rare. This
study uses a sensitive characteristic-driven approach to explore the interdependencies in 3E indicators for
carbon dioxide (CO2) emissions, renewable energy consumption (REC), fossil fuel energy consumption,
gross domestic product (GDP), population, and gross fixed capital formation in 39 African countries. Further,
we forecast the dollar values of policy innovations necessary to facilitate the transition to 100% renewable
energies for 2030. Using balanced data spanning 20002014, the empirical results from the panel vector
error-correction model show long-run Granger causality in CO2 emissions, REC and GDP models for Africa,
but no evidence of such relationship was found four sub-panels. The results depict varied individual
unidirectional and bidirectional causalities among the variables in each panel. Evidence from variance
decomposition analysis show that ~93% of innovations required to achieve renewable energy-led Africa
must happen in REC. Results from the high precision own-data-driven forecast puts total energy demand in
Africa at ~25QBtu in 2030 with ~40% from renewables. Estimates of the dollar value of innovations depict
that it would cost Africa ~ US$3367.2 billion [in 2030 only] to transition to 100% renewables. We find RER
investment (RERIs), in billion US$, ranging from 2.69 to 1274.12 for seven sub-panels. Yet, the panel of
Moderate Lower Middle-Income Economies need not to make further investments because their existing
REIRs could be enough to help the region reach 100% renewables by 2030. The findings herein imply that
RER policies in Africa must be intensified to achieve 100% renewable energy target.

Africa (SSA). An inclusive growth index has been constructed and then used to test the infrastructure -
inclusive growth nexus. The study has also examined whether infrastructure has a distributive impact on
income groups. The overall analysis employed panel data collected from 31 SSA countries over the period
2003 - 17. The study found a positive link between infrastructure and inclusive growth. These results were
significant for energy, transport and information and communications technology (ICT) infrastructures. It
was also found that poorer people gain more benefits from the listed infrastructures than the rich, which
shows that infrastructure plays an important role in the distribution of income. The overall results imply that
infrastructure is vital in reducing income disparities and enhancing shared prosperity in SSA. Policies for
increasing access and affordability of infrastructure services are highly recommended to promote inclusion.

ABSTRACT

The rate of youth unemployment has been a major challenge for preceding and consecutive Ghanaian
governments. There is evidence to suggest how different economic interventions to bridge this gap have
failed to yield the expected results. The intended beneficiaries of these interventions are caught in a
quagmire of what they perceive as opportunities within the environment which are sometimes divergent
from that of government. This is due to the influencing role of two main factors: their knowledge and
perception. We carry out a study to reveal the relationship that exist between entrepreneurial environment
and entrepreneurial intentions and how knowledge and perception of the youth mediate this relationship. A
sample survey of 187 youth using questionnaires were administered and the results analyzed using the
partial least squares—structural equation modeling (PLS-SEM). Overall, entrepreneurial knowledge and
perception variables showed a partial mediation in their relationship with entrepreneurial environment and
entrepreneurial intention. Entrepreneurial perception showed a higher mediating effect of the two mediators
on the target construct, entrepreneurial intention. Entrepreneurial perception showed the highest Cronbach’s
alpha of .90 of all the variables. We advance the theory of entrepreneurship intention to show how the dual
mediating interactivities are influenced by the entrepreneurship environment. The need to build a supportive
entrepreneurial environment is critical in transforming the youth perception to boost their knowledge in
entrepreneurship to engage in business enterprises. These are critical for policy makers, implementers, and
entrepreneurial trainers.

ABSTRACT

This study measured the level of rural and community banks’ (RCBs) efficiency in Ghana to ascertain
whether there were regional disparities in the levels of efficiency using Charnes-Cooper-Rhodes (CCR) and
Barker-Charnes-Cooper (BCC) models . We collected data from 127 banks over a 4-year period from 2014
to 2017 (86 .11% RCBs) . For the data analysis, we employed ANOVA to compare efficiency scores for
disparities based on the banks’ Data Envelopment Analysis (DEA) . Consistent with DEA predictions, we
found technical and scales inefficiency disparities across the regions . For rural growth enhancing finance,
tailored policies for asset selection should be enacted to protect the banks from risks associated with
selecting too many bad assets . Also, the employment of cutting-edge technologies and intra-regional
information sharing would protect the banks against regional-specific risks, and thus enhance efficiency .

Firm's performance is not only influenced by sound decisions but also by institutional processes. This study
argues that the effect of government intervention on acquisition returns is partly dependent on institutional
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factors such as provincial marketization and the legal environment. This study employs ownership and
merger and acquisition regulations issued by the Chinese government 2003-2018 to measure government
intervention and also employs both the OLS and the random effects technique. The result shows a positive
relationship between ownership intervention and acquisition returns. Next, the study finds that variances in
regional marketization and the legal environment strengthen this relationship such that acquirers in high
marketization regions and acquirers in a robust legal environment earn higher returns than acquirers in a low
marketization region and acquirers in a weaker legal environment. The results imply that acquisition returns
are not even across all locations in a transitional economy. Ongoing policies should aim at bridging the
variances in different locations as it impacts acquirers' returns.

of FinTech, which has seen mobile payments boom in the region. This paper examines the salient role of
mobile payments in traditional banks’ drive toward financial accessibility in sub-Sahara Africa by using
panel econometric approaches that consider the issues of independencies among cross-sectional residuals.
Using data from the World Development Index (WDI) 2011-2017 on 11 countries in the region, empirical
results from cross-sectional dependence (CD) tests, panel unit root test, panel cointegration test, and the
fully modified ordinary least squares (FMOLS) approach indicates that (i) the panel time series data are
cross-sectionally independent, (ii) the variables have the same order of integration and are cointegrated, and
(ii1) growth in mobile payment transactions had a significant positive relationship with formal account
ownership, the number of ATMs, and number of new bank branches in the long-run. The paper therefore
confirms that the institutional structure of traditional banks that makes them competitive, irrespective of
emerging disruptive technologies, has stimulated overall financial accessibility in the region leading to
overall sustainable growth in the financial sector. We conclude the paper with feasible policy suggestions.

ABSTRACT

Despite the potency of Financial Technology (FinTech) in facilitating financial inclusion, the determinants of
the diffusion in Small and Medium-Sized Enterprises (SMEs) remain intricate. Consequently, the study
assesses the determinants of the diffusion of FinTech Payment

Services (mobile money, card, and online payments) by SMEs in the context of Ghana. We sample 407
registered SMEs with the Association of Ghanaian Industries (AGI) and employ hierarchical logistic
regression models to explore the multiplicative effects of SMEs Chief Executive Officers Characteristics
(CEOCQC), Business Characteristics (BUSC), and FinTech Payment Service Characteristics (FPSC) on the
Diffusion of FinTech Payment Services (DFPS). Consistent with the technology diffusion theories, the
finding reveals that CEOC, BUSC, and FPSC altogether determines the DFPS in Ghanaian SMEs. Thus, the
combined

effects of human, business, and technology actors drive the DFPS in SMEs. Therefore, the optimal design of
FinTech services is critical for mass diffusion by SMEs in emerging economies.

ABSTRACT

Drawing upon social information processing theory, the study examined how ethical leadership shapes
creative performance. Specifically, we tested a theoretical model integrating the sequential roles of
psychological safety and creative self-efficacy. A two-waved sample of 512 supervisor-subordinate dyads
from frontline employees of three service industries located in Ghana was administered. The results of the
hierarchical linear modeling analysis revealed that there is a positive relationship between ethical leadership
and creative performance and that psychological safety positively and significantly mediates the relationship
between ethical leadership and creative performance. Similarly, creative self-efficacy significantly and
positively mediates the relationship between ethical leadership and creative performance. Moreover, both
psychological safety and creative self-efficacy sequentially mediate the relationship between ethical
leadership and creative performance.

ABSTRACT

This paper investigates how social media affects general voting patterns. Unlike previous studies
investigating whether citizens' use of social media affects political participation, this paper considers the
connections that social media users have with political activists on social media, and how this connectedness
influences general voting patterns, using data from Ghana. With contemporary theoretical perspectives and
exploratory techniques, trends from past literature are presented, from a social media-based propagated
survey with 420 valid responses. Structural equation modeling was used to test the conceptual model, which
demonstrates that the connectedness with political and social media activists is significant and positively
influences modifications in voting patterns. Online political participation and political affect also present an
effect on voting patterns. The relationship between connections with social media political activists and
online political participation is significant, as indicated by a strong covariance observed in the model. The
results of the multigroup analysis also indicate some cultural and social issues to shape the phenomena for
further investigation.
